Good friends, 

We are now midway through our Lenten journey and we can 

see Holy Week looming on our horizon.  Holy week is a 

deeply meaningful time of prayer and spirituality beginning 

with the celebration of the palms on Palm Sunday (one service 

only this day,  at 10 a.m.) that leads quickly to the fear and

tension of the last few days of Jesusô earthly ministry. 

One of the most important services we hold is the Maundy Thursday 

service.  Four things happen on this day that make it especially 

meaningful for Christians of all ages.:

Jesus shows his disciples the role they are to play in the world by 

washing their feet, assuming the position of the lowliest slave or 

servant by doing so. 

Jesus institutes the Lordôs supper.

Jesus prays in the Garden of Gethsemane.

Jesus is betrayed by one he trusts and he is lead away toward 

crucifixion. 

On Maundy Thursday we reenact the washing of feet ïan act that 

when done reverently and prayerfully can be a powerful Lenten 

moment.  Children especially seem to ñgetò the meaning of this 

night and this act.  We also strip the altar on Maundy Thursday in a 

liturgical way after reverencing the cross.  This is a stark act of 

removing those things that we love about our altar, our worship, our 

Christ. 

We also keep watch with the reserve red sacrament in the Foote 

Library from 9 a.m. to midnight, taking turns praying and watching 

with Christôs presence in our reserved sacrament, meditating on the 

Gethsemane scene where the disciples failed to keep watch with an 

agonized Christ. 

On Good Friday, we  mourn the actions of our predecessors, offering 

stations of the cross at noon (led by Andy Obara) and worshiping the 

sparse and dark service of Good Friday at 7 p.m.  

These liturgies are designed to bring us to the reality of Christôs 

cross, the dark days that led to his crucifixion so that our Easter Joy 

Sunday morning might be more complete.  Please, spend as much 

time as you can participating in these worship services.

First, I want to thank you all for giving me the opportunity to help St Philips as 

your Senior Warden.    I want to take this time to let you know a little about myself 

and to describe some of the vestryôs goals for this coming year.  First, many of you 

know that I am a research chemist and ñwater chemistry has been good to me.ò  

While I try not to make a big deal about it, because there are other parts to my life, I 

have a Ph.D. in chemistry and have been working for Nalco Company for almost 

twenty-five years, developing new technologies for water treatment, particularly 

cooling water.  Therefore, I am interested in how we can be better stewards of one 

of our most precious commodity:  water.  

We have lived in Palatine since 1997 and I remember looking for a church that we 

could call our home.  One of the documents we distribute states that ñSt Philipôs is a 

progressive, welcoming parish.ò  I could not agree more with this statement and 

after attending services at other Episcopal churches in the area, we chose to join St. 

Philipôs.  This is not a decision for which I continue to be grateful.  One of St. 

Philipôs challenges is to continue to welcome others as our congregation grows. 

One of my favorite expressions is ñit takes a village..ò.  My interpretation of this 

expression is that it takes many of us, with different gifts, to help all of us to seek a 

deeper knowledge of Jesus Christ; and share the love and compassion of Christ.  All 

of the members of the vestry help the St. Philipôs community meet our mission ; I 

am blessed to be a part of this group.  At the vestry retreat held in late February, the 

vestry decided on a number of goals/core values to help accomplish the mission of 

St. Philips.  They are:

1.  Increase the visibility of St. Philips;

2.  Strengthen our relational groups;

3.  Advance one overarching focus; and

4.  Increase the number of Sprinter opportunities to help our 

St. Philipôs community connect with one another.

In arriving at the goals, the vestry was influenced by Twelve Keys to an Effective 

Church, which the óThink Tankô has been reading and discussing monthly.
