Friends,  

  

This year our lectionary texts come primarily from Matthewôs 

gospel, and they are wonderful.  However, as our church celebrated 

the feast day of St. Luke last month (October 18), it occurred to me 

that Luke is often left unheralded; lagging in popularity polls 

behind Matthew and John, which is a shame, because Luke is a 

fascinating writer, disciple, and theologian. 

Who was this man?  Our tradition holds that Luke was a physician 

who worked with both Peter and Paul and faithfully cared for Paul 

during his last imprisonment.  Luke is mentioned by name in Paulôs 

letter to Philemon, to the Collasians and in his second letter to 

Timothy.   Paul refers to Luke as his beloved physician.  
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Luke seems to have a medical manôs outlook.  His observations of miracles, 

illnesses and symptoms are precise and accurate.  He specifies a high fever, being 

full of leprosy and avoids calling hemorrhage a disease as Mark does in his gospel.  

Physicians at this time were talented, thoughtful and compassionate.  Their skills 

and medicines were praised as being gifts from God.  At their disposal they had 

wine and oil for cleansing and soothing injury, poultices (often made from figs) 

balm, myrrh, mint, cumin and dietary advice for foods like vinegar, wine, honey, 

almonds and figs.  Elementary surgery was available and infections were isolated.  

Church tradition claims Lukeôs profession as a physician, and he is the patron saint 

of doctors, nurses, healers and painters.  

  

Physician or not, Luke gives us a unique perspective in his gospel.  He includes six 

miracles and eighteen parables that other gospel writers omit.  He is particularly 

concerned about the needs of the poor and has an affinity for the women in Jesusô 

life, especially his mother, Mary.  It is from Luke that we hear the beatitude 

blessing the poor in spirit and the beautiful description of the annunciation of Mary 

and the words of the magnificat.  

  

Luke is always on the side of sinners seeking Godôs mercy.  In Luke we weep with 

the father of the prodigal son and watch as the forgiven woman washes the feet of 

her savior with her tears.  Luke shows that godôs grace is generous and unmerited.  

  

Luke shows us that Christ refuses the kingdoms of this world and instead ushers in 

the kingdom of  God é that Jesus ushers in this kingdom by his preaching, 

teaching and proclaming the good news.   In Luke, Jesus proclaims the year of 

Jubilee, the coming of the kingdom and the salvation of all Godôs people. 

 

The concept of ñJubileeò is found in Jewish scriptures and is a part of  Israelôs faith 

story. Jubilee is a sort of ñget out of jail free cardò that allows the people to begin 

again every forty-nine years.  Jesus uses this imagery to tell the people that in 

 Godôs kingdom, debts will be cancelled, slaves and prisoners 

released and land returned to its former owners.  The poor will 

be given access to the fields of the rich and may harvest the fruit 

of vineyards they do not own. 

 

Jesus proclaims the year of Godôs favor and claims his identity  
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as the fulfillment of Godôs promise to alleviate the pain of those who 

can see nothing but darkness, of those who have gone without, who are 

confined or bound or living in sickness.  This time, by implication, 

Jesus is claiming jubilee not just for Godôs chosen people, but for 

everyone.  

  

Instead of a vision of a restored, self-governing Israel, God offers a 

vision of good triumphing over sin in a world-wide recapitulation of 

ideals, behavior and relationship with God and neighbors.    

  

My friends, the kingdom is all around us.  We are already at work in 

the kingdom.  We must simply renew our zeal for the mission.  What 

would our day look like if we saw each person as the intended 

recipients of Godôs jubilee?  What if we took it as our responsibility to 

usher in this state of grace and mercy by our actions, our words, even 

our prayers?  

  

How would our families and friends be affected by our interest in 

those things that have them tied up?  Can we work for their release 

with the same zeal we approach our leisure activities or daily work? 

  

What if we sought to be a light for those living in darkness?  What if 

we actively sought out the hungry and fed them joyfully from our 

plenty?  

  

Jesus throws out the idea of keeping the blessings of Godôs kingdom 

for ourselves and calls us to claim that jubilee as our mission 

statement, our lifeôs true work.  A good place to start in is reading 

Luke, the great physician.  Another good place to begin in with this 

prayer adapted from the Book of Common Prayer:  

Almighty God, who inspired your servant Luke the physician to 

declare in the gospel the love and healing power of your son: 

graciously continue in my life and in my world the same love and 

power to heal, to the praise and glory of your name; through your 

son Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you,  in the 

unity of the Holy Spirit, one  God now and forever.  Amen

Pet therapy is a volunteer program in which people bring their pets (mostly 

dogs) to nursing homes, schools, hospitals, rehabilitation centers and other 

places to visit with patients and residents.  Therapy dogs come in many 

different shapes, sizes, and personalities.  The one universal trait a therapy 

dog should have is an interest in people.  Different therapy dogs are suited to 

different environments.  For example, my dog Kiba would be boring visiting 

children.  He doesnôt chase balls, play, or fetch.  However, these same 

attributes make him a wonderful visitor in a nursing home; the residents 

enjoy his quiet warmth and companionship. 

 

In order to become certified as a therapy dog, a training course may be 

required and a test must be taken demonstrating the dogôs obedience and 

temperament.   There are several organizations that certify therapy dogs, such 

as Therapy Dogs International (http://tdi-dog.org/) and Rainbow Animal 

Assisted Therapy (http://www.rainbowaat.org/).  In addition, some 

institutions, including Northwest Community Hospital in Arlington Heights 

(http://www.nch.org/community/benefit/animal_therapy.php), run their own 

pet therapy programs. 

 

Pet therapy can help make the day brighter by sharing our animalsô love.
