I was recently asked to tally up how many people use our 

church ïnot just our own members who come for worship 

and service, but those outside our church who use our 

facilities and are what we consider friends of the church.  

I was astounded as I began counting.  Of course we use the sanctuary three 

times a week for worship, twice on Sundays and once on Tuesday.  We use 

the church office for the administration of our church (thanks Maureen!), 

for counting on Sundays and for meetings throughout the week with the 

rector (usually about two meetings a week in my office.)  Madeline uses 

the office to keep us financially sound and fiscally reported. 

 

Our library is used by our vestry, the memorial committee, Think Tank, 

Confirmation classes and small group discussions.  Our friends outside the 
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church meet in our library to hold AA and Boy Scout meetings.  

Our Sacristy is used by the Altar servers, me, and our wonderful 

Altar Guild. 

 

Our choir loft is used for singing and music ministry on Sundays 

as well as rehearsals during the week.  Our Catechesis rooms 

serve all our preschool through middle school children and 

teachers during our program year and the nursery welcomes 

little ones all year long.  

 

Our parish hall gets the most use; coffee hour is held on 

Sundays and Tuesdays. Our committees meeting in this space 

include the Green Thumbs, Catechesis, and others.  Outside 

groups including PALS,  five different AA groups, the Boy 

Scouts and others meet almost every evening during the week.  

We also use this space for youth meetings, Lunch Bunch, and 

fellowship gatherings for the whole church. 

 

As you can see, we are practicing hospitality and good 

stewardship in the use of our building, inviting the community 

to come and share space with us is practicing the welcome heart 

of Jesus.  For many who come to our church, we are the closest 

thing to a church home they have, because we are the one 

church they spend time in regularly.  I often find our guests 

praying quietly in the church or lighting candles before or after 

their meetings.  Literally hundreds meet in our church each 

month.  I pray that they find our sanctuary to be a peaceful and 

comforting place to find God;  perhaps we will find them sitting 

next to us in the pews someday.

I have been going to St. Philipôs for almost forty-five years.  I was in first 

grade and about six years old when we started here.  I remember the 

classrooms with accordion pleated walls; if you were lucky, you got to pull 

them shut for class.  Our mothers/teachers would go into the closet at the end 

of the big room and pull out boxes of classroom materials.  There would be 

pencils, crayons, paper and whatever learning materials we were using for 

that year; usually some sort of work book.  I probably had class in every one 

of those classrooms.  I vividly remember one of my first teachers -- a young 

woman with long blond hair that flipped up at the ends.  I thought she was so 

cool.  She read  The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe to us every week.  I 

couldnôt wait to hear how it ended.  

 

As we got older, we moved up to the attic and had class there.  One year I 

wrote a play about Mary and Joseph.  It was pretty funny; I wish I could find 

it nowéI know itôs around somewhere.   

 

We had a pretty big youth group.  It was run by the Morris family, the whole 

family; they had five kids.  Mrs. Morris had half of the meetings at her 

house.  We had a great time:  scavenger hunts, haunted houses, sleepovers at 

the church, visits to other churches, bake sales and conferences with other 

Episcopal kids.  I made friends I still have today, like Kim and Ross, who 

still go to St. Philipôs; and others who have since moved away.  

 

As time went on, I got married at St. Philipôs and my children were baptized 

here.  We spend every major holiday with family here.  Someday, I will 

probably end up in the back wall;  but it was those early days with the 

accordion- pleated walls that kept me coming back year after year.
